The tensions in the Middle East underline the requirement for the region to ban the possession and the use of weapons of mass destruction by authoritative treaties. By convening an international conference in Helsinki the UN is facing the task of creating a zone free of weapons of mass destruction in the region. Civil society organisations regard this conference as an important step towards such a zone and want to support it actively. 

To act now is particularly important because various sides argue for a military intervention to solve the Iranian nuclear conflict. We believe this would lead to another devastating war in the region and change the security situation in the whole region for the worse – a region, that is a one of the closest and most important neighbours to Europe. 
That is why we – IPPNW (Nobel Peace Prize 1985) and the Int. League for Human Rights – see the only sustainable way out of this dilemma between the certified right by international law for Iran to use nuclear energy on the one hand and the fears of its neighbours on the other hand in creating a zone free of weapons of mass destruction which embraces all countries in the region. 

We will try to win as many diplomatic representatives for the experts’ panel from the region as possible.
